Marina Rakova, Head of the Depart.
ment of Architecture and Urban Plap.
ning of the Yoronezh region, is utterly
devoted to her «native land». Although
she is a frequent visitor to Moscow,
we went to Voronezh to interview her.,
In the city where she was born, lives
and works, we could feel very the
strong connections that Rakova has
with every corner of the region, whe-
re she knows every town and village,
and can talk about them for hours. As
aresult, instead of a lyrical essay that
we had originally planned in Moscow,
we recorded a very interesting and to-
pical interview. This interview is actu-
ally a reflection of what she is like — in
any matter her prime yardstick for
gauging anyone’s worth is one’s per-
sonal commitment to contribute
one’s willingness to share knowledge,
skills and professionalism.

Marina, what are urban planners of
the Voronezh region focusing on at the
moment? What are the main current
trends in the region’s development?

First of all, | should perhaps tell you about
our current challenges that urban planners
are tackling, while trying to keep up with the
rapidly changing pattern of land and urban
planning laws. We have completed the
phase of generating documents for territo-
rial planning and town-planning zoning of
municipalities in the Voronezh region, and
approved the draft development plan for
Voronezh’s downtown. We can say that to-
day we have the graphic and analytical fra-
mework that is being monitored on-line.

Development trends include implementa-
tion, including using town-planning tech-
niques, of large-scale investment pro-
grammes of industrial upgrade based on
the development of agriculture, transport
and logistics complex, construction com-
plex, with the creation of an efficient staté
management system. Of course, we keep
up with the global town-planning trends,
but the most important thing for us today ’:5
advocacy and promotion of quality archi-
tecture and a caring and respectful treat-
ment of the territory. | believe that if we fol-
low this trend, we will be able to carry out

real changes in the quality of life and the suc-
cessful solution to the social tasks before us.

It is fashionable nowadays for architects to
use the word «trend» that means a modern
direction in the profession. Which world
trends are taking root in the region today?

Unfortunately, many European and world trends
in urban planning development incorporating
such postulates as «compact city planning», «city
of people, and not vehicles», «return to the quar-
terly structure of the city», «renunciation of the ci-
ties functional zoning», «new social housing con-
struction» are very far from the possibility to im-
plement them in the region. The evolutionary le-
vel of our socio-economic and, therefore, urban
planning development does not yet allow this.
Having gone in the recent past through a long pe-
riod of complete deficiency and «averaged» qua-
lity of life, every citizen today is willing to obtain in-
to ownership the once «forbidden fruits», be it an
apartment or a car, or both. The harsh reality is
that the benefit for an individual is turned into an
enormous problem for society and territory alike:
the traffic collapse and thousands of square me-
ters of liquid one-room apartments that in the
fong term are sure to turn into «ghettos».

But not everything is so sad. One of the few Euro-
pean trends successfully implemented in Vorone-
zh is regeneration and revitalization of industrial zo-
nes and estates, and conversion of degraded ur-
ban areas. Moving industrial enterprises outside
the residential areas, and the development of the
liberated districts for residential and public spaces
produces good results. The Moscow Association
«Group of Companies «Two Captains» is comple-
ting the construction of a new-format residential
complex called «Sunny Olympus» on the site of the
former Lenin Engineering Plant. The scale and le-
vel of housing, where the architecture of Mos-
cow’s Stalin-era «wedding-cake» skyscrapers and
a variable number of floors are organically combi-
ned with the architecture of pre-revolutionary and
Stalin-era buildings, call for an appropriate envi-
ronment: the social and engineering infrastructure
is well thought through, and the right materials
chosen perfectly well. In the near future we will start
reconstructing refurbishing buildings of the pri-
nting works of the newspaper «Commune» in the
city’s historical centre. Next on the redevelopment
agenda is the site of the former Comintern exca-
vator works.

In recent years, another trend has emerged in the
region. The Voronezh regional Government enlists
on a regular basis the services of leading Western
architects, designers, and landscape gardeners to
design unique recreation facilities. With their parti-

cipation the «Scarlet Sails» park in Voro-
nezh, the upper park near the Oldenburgs’
palace in Ramon, and the central «Dyna-
mo» recreation park are currently under
reconstruction. Voronezh specialists ac-
quire valuable experience in partnership
with European colleagues, and Voronezh
residents acquire an aesthetic taste and
respect for each territory, for every inch of
thejr native city's metropolitan area. | wo-
uld say that the new attractive image of the
city is being created as a result of «citing»
of the European environment.

Is it possible at least roughly in broad
outline to prioritize the current tasks
in the area of improving the quality of
life through the prism of urban tran-
sformations?

The answer is yes, especially if global ur-
ban challenges are treated as urban

planning transformation. And the first
priority task among them is road network
development. The smooth operation of
the city as a system is only possible given
the adequate condition of the city’s tran-
sport infrastructure. The quality of life al-
so means the absence of daily problems
and anxiety. Therefore, the second task
is to form in every district of the city an af-
fordable and comprehensive infrastruc-
ture capable of meeting all the needs of
the population for consumer services,
education, healthcare, sports and cultu-
re. As a consequence, facilities created
for each and every individual lead to the
solution of important state tasks in the fi-
eld of demography and economics.

What qualities should the Chief Arc-
hitect of the region have in the first
place: strategic thinking, responsi-
veness, ability to take independent

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decisions, and sound independent
judgment?..

All of the above, and more: plus the will,
confidence and a sense of personal res-
ponsibility for the decisions made. The
chief architect is, in fact, a manager. Ef-
ficient interaction between alil partici-
pants in urban planning activities de-
pends on him. In addition, it should be
noted that with the relations between the
architect, authorities and investors, be-
tween regions, the federal government
and the municipalities being as complex
as they are, the concept of «activity» has
become almost identical with the con-
cept of «politics». This is something that
is not taught at colleges of architecture.
This is all about practice and experience.
Returning to your question, | can say that
urban planning is similar to a complex
unwieldy cumbersome mechanism that
is difficult to operate. A successful urban
planner should have, apart from strate-
gic thinking, also intuition, if you like. The
current law does not formally oblige ur-
ban planning documentation developers

to determine the consequences of ma-
ster plan implementation in time. There-
fore, when planning for the future, one
must do all one can to rule out mistakes.
In order to take informed decisions and,
as a consequence, to have good results,
we need to have a team of like-minded
persons and practitioners, where the
chief architect is the team manager.

Voronezh is ranked among Russia’s
top three megacities. The intensity
of the city’s development is often
compared to Moscow and Saint-Pe-
tersburg. Is it justified? And what
challenges for the residents and offi-
cials does this leadership imply?

The comparison is based on the stated
volumes of completed construciton, es-
pecially housing construction, rapid de-
velopment of suburban areas, a relati-
vely high percentage of the elite class
housing as compared to other types of
residential development, the advent of
architectural and landscape facilities of
the new premium quality, and a certain

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«breakthrough» in the development of culture
and art in the city. Unfortunately, Voronezh
does not have the investment attractiveness
and economic activity comparable to those of
Moscow and St.Petersburg. Therefore, it is dif-
ficult to predict whether the city’s development
will be stable, or this rise is based on a combi-
nation of exhaustible economic components.
It is important to solve a complex of issues of in-
novative transformations and upgrade of pro-
duction, development of transport, social and
engineering infrastructure. The development of
culture is a vital step too. This is a certain met-
hod of cultivation of aesthetic taste, formation of
demanding customers that will oblige specialists
of various fields, including architects and urban
planners, to grow in professional terms.

Dozens of professional forums, meetings
and conferences dedicated to strategy and
practical research in the field of territorial
development take place in the region an-
nually. Does this help you in your work or
are these events more of a PR exercise?

Of course, large and successfully conducted
events «work» for the city and the region’s ima-
ge. But the main thing here is that they are very
helpful in terms of professional growth. The
education process is endless, and it is quite na-
tural that people should learn from each other,
absorb the experience of colleagues. This ma-
kes it possible to find the most rational solutions
to urban planning problems, minimize errors,
and find the short cut to the goal. And | must say
that in the last two years we have gained serio-
us experience in the arrangement and conduct
of such events. | am glad that young people ta-
ke an active part in them. The team of the De-
partment of Architecture and Urban Planning of
the Voronezh region acquired young, energetic
and promising employees. This team passed
the test of the inter-regional festival «Architec-
ture-VRN» and conducted in 2014 a meeting of
the Board of chief architects of Russian cities
and regions. My colleagues told me and wrote
to me later that they had most memorable im-
pressions since our city emerged in the eyes of
Russian and foreign architects, designers and
urban planners as a positive, young and promi-
sing city. And for us it was important to «compa-
re notes» and make sure that our region and its
center — Voronezh — are adequate and up-to-
date in the existing professional space. This gi-
ves us strength to move forward. IRBAN

VLADIMIR ASTANIN. THINKING OUT LOUD
About ideals, realities, priorities, good judgement,

and urban aesthetics

Viadimir lvanovich, urban planning
is a very general notion. Could you
outline the range of your profes-
sional tasks in the city in more de-
tail?

It is pretty wide including general ma-
nagement of urban planning, site de-
velopment regulation, review of docu-
ments and discussion of planning
projects and works connected with
adjustments to the Master Plan, infra-
structure projects and many other
items that make up the concept of
«territorial development», Work con-
nected with construction is no less vo-
luminous and meaningful an area, but
it is part of implementation of the ci-
ty’s targeted investment programme.
Many questions arise in connection
with the development of built-up are-
as, which is also within my remit. In
general, as you can see, never a dull
moment. In short, | act as a coordina-
tor practically in all urban planning
projects where coordination of issues
between planners, constructors, mu-
nicipal services, transport companies,
investors and other participants in the
process is required.

Three years ago Voronezh was
among 15 Russian multi-million-
strong cities. However, in terms of
the development rate and activity it
is on more frequent occasions men-
tioned in the top three cities after
Moscow and Saint-Petersburg. In
terms of population growth indica-
tors Voronezh is ahead of Saint-Pe-
tersburg. How can you explain that?

| think the main explanation here lies
in the processes that are currently
unfolding the region's economy. And
here much depends on the local go-
vernment. Serious positive changes
in the region are connected with the
arrival of Alexei Gordeev as Governor.
We quickly began gaining the deve-
lopment pace in the economy thatim-

‘“

pacts the demography, social faciliti-
es and housing construction. There-
fore it is quite natural that in the re-
gion where production is developing,
serious infrastructure projects are
being implemented, and as a result
the scale of housing construction is
growing. Investors come to the Voro-
nezh region, so we will have money.
Construction is an industry that pro-
mptly and actively responds to chan-
ges in the economic situation. Howe-
ver, | must say that the role of the go-
vernor is not limited to the develop-
ment of production, and purely eco-
nomic trends. Great attention is being
paid to social projects. Issues conne-
cted with the development of recrea-
tional zones, transport infrastructure
are in the scope of the governor’s at-
tention too. Gordeev sees the situa-
tion on a large scale, extensively, that
is why everything around is on the dy-
namic move.

Frankly speaking it was unexpec-
ted. Indeed, architects reproach
officials that they are unable to see
the city from the standpoint of the
architect, that it is impossible to
get the authorities’ attention. Ap-
parently, the situation with your
governor is different if you get the
feedback in business matters.

You know, it's not a matter of who se-
es what and how, or who hears whom.
The key phrase here is “who gets
things done”. | do not remember any
cases when after offering us an idea
or giving a task the governor stayed
out of the process without monitoring
the situation or providing help. It is
common knowledge: if Gordeev deci-
des to arrange something, the con-
tractor will have to report on progress
on a regular basis, but he can always
count on help in all issues that arise
requiring the governor’s involvement.
You become partners in pursuit of a

fessionalism and quick response are taken
into account, from both parties.

At one of our meetings you once said,
and here | quote, «Sustainable develop-
ment means walk the talk». Do you find it
difficult to deliver, to be as good as your
word?

It is difficult, because a multi-million-strong
city is a complex and multifaceted body,
with vast masses of people having different
approaches, views and aspirations. I men-
tioned the five-year period of positive de-
velopment, but the city had other «five-ye-
ar periods» when Voronezh declined, lived
not by the rules, but to a greater extent «by
its own laws that were not always within the
law». This taught a whole range of executi-
ves and entrepreneurs to address issues
using special methods. It is easy to get
used to this, but it is difficult, if necessary, to
kick bad habits. Sometimes we have to
overcome stiff resistance, misunderstan-
ding and indifference — both among our
employees and business parlners of the ci-
ty, or the citizens. There are plenty of posi-
tive examples when the business commu-
nity sees real results of the authorities’ ac-
tivity and gets benefits from the end results.
This is a powerful incentive to move forward
together, and our business partners are be-
ginning to be more actively involved in the
overall processes. When the authorities
keep their word, people trust them, which
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is a passport to good prospects.
Sustainable development is possib-
le only when the authorities, busi-
ness and society work together su-
stained by mutual trust.

Voronezh is a modern city with an
ancient history and iconic places
bound up with momentous events.
Does is help in the planning of
land-use or does it create additio-
nal difficulties?

First of all, it forces us to think faster
and more actively, and to take some-
times nonstandard decisions, and
which is mostimportant — not to be af-
raid of implementing thern. We have a
certain, | would say, orthodox part of
the townspeople who believe that Vo-
ronezh is a merchant city: it was like
that at one time, and it should remain
that way, at least in its central part. |
oppose any extreme points of view.
Yes, Voronezh was once a merchant
city, but today it is better known for
space technologies, aircraft enginee-
ring, heavy mechanical presses, well-
developed science and education. It
really is a dynamic modern city, with
an architecture to match. Our style is
a combination of historical fragments
with new buildings that perfectly fit in-
to the fabric of the city, if they are ab-
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ly and delicately designed, thatis. We
need to maintain a reasonable balan-
ce between history and modernity in
order to allow the city to breathe and
grow without losing its face.

Urban space exists on local and
global levels. Where to your mind
is the urban-planning potential of
Voronezh: in major new projects
or in the improvement of the exi-
sting city districts?

These two must go side-by-side,
and complement each other. It is
impossible to develop the city on a
global level without noticing it on the
«lawn level». We have recently exa-
mined new production facilities, and
we had to fly in a helicopter over the
central part of the city along the wa-
ter basin. Voronezh is amazingly be-
autiful if viewed from above: straight
streets, scenic slopes, new neigh-
borhoods, historic buildings. Unfor-
tunately, on the ground panoramic
views are not so beautiful. Our task
is to make the city as attractive at
the level of the human eye as a
bird’s eye view. Regular landsca-
ping has not the least role to play in
the formation of urban aesthetics.

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regulations that will help us give a face
lift to building facades, develop the de-
sign of evening lighting and accent ligh-
ting. It is necessary to remove from the
streets excessive visual aggression that
strikes such a discordant note in a cozy
and pretty city rightly called the capital
of the Black Earth belt. And the main
thing, and | keep repeating it all the ti-
me, is that we should not replicate the
streets of Moscow or Saint-Petersburyg.
Voronezh has its own identity — maybe
in certain aspects even more vivid and
juicy than that of the capital cities, a litt-
le reckless, perhaps, butallits own. So
we need to find our own colours and
traits for the city not to become a bor-
rowed pattern.

And another important phrase: «Whi-
le discovering Russia, we discover
ourselves». Is Voronezh an «open bo-
ok» for you or is it a «cmathematical
problem with many unknowns»?

| have been here in Voronezh since
1978, but | think that I have not yet fully
discovered Voronezh. This city is so de-
ep that one can keep discovering it en-
dlessly. Sometimes, on a day off | would
drive to construction sites, see new
housing developments, visit some «old
corners», and every time I find the city
from an unexpected angle, as it were.
And then | realize that perhaps | missed
some details or failed to notice somet-
hing, or saw something from a different
angle.

Our traditional question in conclu-
sion: is there any question that we
did not ask you, that you would like
us to put to you?

Perhaps we might leave it there. But a
few more words might be in order. Man
is what he believes in. Voronezh today is
a worthy representative of the South of
Russia, but perhaps its final status is still
in the making. | am positive that the city
will do a lot of interesting things for itself
and for the country, because it has a hu-
ge intellectual potential. And most im-
portantly, we, those who are engaged in
the construction and design, have so
many new ideas and plans that we are
able to implement that no crisis can dis-
rupt this forward movement. RBAN
